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CORRECTION TO FINAL DECISION

On July 25, 2012, the National Appeals Office (NAO) issued its decision in this case and

recommended that the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) issue Appellant [ I
 a transferable Charter Halibut Limited Access Program permit with an angler

endorsement of six for use in Area 3A. This office accepted that recommendation and

the decision became final on August 24, 2012.

There was, however, an error in the decision. The decision stated that the “highest
number of clients that Appellant reported on a trip in 2004 or 2005 was six anglers.” In
re Application of (Appeal No. 10-0087) at
p. 18 (emphasis added). It was actually sixteen anglers.

Although Appellant did not move for reconsideration in a timely manner, he contacted
NMEFS to notify it of the error. Ireviewed the record and hereby direct the Restrict
Access Management Division, NMFS, to re-issue Appellant the permit with an angler
endorsement of sixteen.
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
