I am requesting financial assistance for Louisiana's fisheries under Section 312(a) of the Magnuson­
Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act (MSA), Section 308(d) of the InteIjurisdictional 
Fisheries Act (IF A), and any other authority which may be applicable. 

Fisheries disasters were declared by Commerce Secretary Gutierrez under MSA and IF A after Hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita significantly impacted the fisheries of Louisiana. Together, the two storms impacted 
recreational and commercial fisheries in 40% of the State's parishes and affected commercial crab, 
freshwater and saltwater finfish, oyster, shrimp, and crawfish fisheries as well as all recreational fisheries. 
In addition to direct losses of fisheries, infrastructure supporting fisheries, including boats, docks, 
marinas, and processing facilities, were substantially damaged or destroyed across the coast. These losses 
include severe damage to three of the six largest seafood ports in the nation. Storm-caused alteration of 
water bottoms and habitat will severely affect the production of valuable fisheries. 

The Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries estimated that the potential fisheries loss from these 
two storms could exceed $2.2 billion at the retail level. There is an urgent need to address these impacts, 
including but not limited to cleaning debris from waterways and fishing grounds, rehabilitating oyster 
water bottoms, restoring habitat, providing aid to fishermen, rebuilding facilities and replacing the means 
to monitor and assess fisheries. 

In accordance with whatever authorization may be applicable I am requesting that the Secretary of the 
Department Commerce consider these impacts of these catastrophic storms on the important recreational 
and commercial fisheries of Louisiana and make funds available to address the impacts.
