How you can help: 
Keep Watch

Report

Move Away

Slow Down

Right whales are hard to see and often swim close to shore-- 
stay alert and use caution! 
If you see a right whale, slow to 10 knots. 

Vessels 65 feet or longer must travel 10 knots or less in 
Seasonal Management Areas.
[Web search: right whales southeast for more information.]  

Stay at least 500 yards away from right whales --- it’s the law! 
Use extreme caution in areas where whales are present.  
 
Report right whale sightings, as well as dead, injured or 
entangled marine mammals to 
1-877-WHALE HELP (1-877-947-5343) or 
to the U.S. Coast Guard on VHF 16.
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Adult Length: 55 feet   Weight: 55 tons

From NOVEMBER through APRIL, endangered right whales may be seen off the Southeast U.S.--
their only known calving area. Whales may be pregnant or nursing their calves.
